These guidelines are provided for the preparation of the full papers submitted to the 4TU/14UAS Research Day on Digitalization of the Built Environment. These guidelines are issued to ensure a uniform style for all submitted full papers.
The full papers must be written in English.
The title must be in Times New Roman, with a size of 14, bold, centred. You can use the style “Title” from the Styles ribbon bar in Word.
After leaving 2 blank lines, the list of author(s) (First name and family name/surname) must be in Times New Roman, with a size of 12 pts, centred. If required, numbers linking to the respective affiliations are to be added in superscript, as shown in this template. You can use style “Authors”.
After leaving one blank line, information about the affiliation(s) must be in Times New Roman, with a size of 12 pts, justified. You can use style “Affiliation”.
After leaving 3 blank lines, provide the “Abstract” text in Times New Roman, with a size of 12 pts, justified. You can use style “Normal”.
After leaving one blank line, up to 6 keywords must be added after "Keywords:". The keywords must be in Times New Roman, with a size of 12 pts, justified. You can use the style “Normal”.
[bookmark: _Hlk217392726]After leaving 2 blank lines, provide the full paper text. The full paper text must contain between a minimum of 6 and a maximum of 10 pages (including figures, tables and references). Text must be in Times New Roman, with a size of 12 pts, justified, simple line and paragraph spacing. You can use the style “Normal”. The paper text must begin in a new line, after “Abstract”. Start with the “Introduction” section. 
If applicable, references must be cited in the text, e.g. as (Agugiaro et al., 2020) for multiple authors, or as (Sebastian, 2024; Zeiler et al., 2010) for multiple citations at once, and listed in alphabetical order at the end of the document, in the “References” section. Please refer to examples shown in the references section. To format the references in the respective section, there is the style “ReferencesItem”. Wherever possible, please add an URL to the online version of the document you are referencing.
Finally, figures (up to maximum 5, if applicable) must be placed in the text, properly separated from the preceding text by one blank line. All captions must be centred directly beneath the respective figure and must use font Times New Roman, size 12, centred. Please use style “FigureCaption”. Figures must be referenced also in the abstract text, such as, for example: Figure 1 provides an example of scenario management of urban development scenarios.

All captions must be numbered consecutively, e.g. Figure 1, Figure 2, Figure 3, etc. The label must be separated from the actual caption text with one dot. After the caption, you can continue with the text of the full paper (if applicable).

This section is optional. It can be added only if you need to. Please use Times New Roman, with a size of 12 pts, justified, simple line and paragraph spacing. You can use the style “Normal”.
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
